Study of Income Dynamics (PSID, psid.org), the world’s longest longitudinal household panel survey. It
provided an overview of the general design and content of PSID and its supplemental surveys. The
second half of the workshop included a detailed walk-through of the PSID website, documentation, and
data center as well as a question-and-answer session related to participant- specific inquiries. The PSID
has collected data on a wide range of sociologically relevant topics from a nationally representative
sample of US families and their descendants since 1968. Content domains include employment,
occupations, income, wealth, education, expenditures, health, aging, marriage, childbearing, child
development, youth transitions, philanthropy, intergenerational relations, and numerous other topics.

Panel Study of Income Dynamics (PSID) Data User Workshop - A PSID Data User Workshop was held
through the Inter-university Consortium for Political and Social Research’s (ICPSR) Summer Program in
Quantitative Methods of Social Research, in Ann Arbor, June 13-17, 2016. The goals of the workshop
were to orient participants to the content and structure of the core PSID interview and its supplemental
studies. PSID project staff provided instruction to the 25 participants who included graduate students,
postdoctoral scholars, faculty, and research professionals.
